Milk production grows 6.28%

IN A MAJOR boost to dairy sector, the country has registered a growth
of 6.28 per cent during 2014-16, higher than last year’s growth rate
of about 4 per cent and three times more than the world average —_—
growth of 2.2 per cent. fh
According to Union Minigter for Agriculture Shri Radha Mohan
Singh India continues to hold the number one position among milk
producing nations of the world since 1998. i
Milk production in India has increased from 22 million tonne in
1970 to 156 million tonne in 2015-16, which shows a growth of 700
per cent during the last 46 years. “As a result, the per capita
availability of milk in Indiais 337 gram/day as compared to average
world per capita availability of 229 gram/day,” the minister said. “If
wheat and paddy is combined together, even then, in gross vaue -
addition (GVA) of Rs4.92 crore in 2014-15, the contribution of milk is more than 37 per cent. About 54 per cent of milk
produced in the country is surplus, out of which about 38 per cent is handled by the organised sector. The co-operatives
and private dairy organisations have equa share in it, while women participation in dairying is about 70 per cent,” Shri
Singh said while addressing the inter-session meeting of Parliamentary Consultative Committee of the ministry.

FSSAI regulations for milk standards

FSSAI Has rReLeaseD draft regulations to amend the Food
Safety and Standards Regulations (FSSR), 2011, describing
the standards for milk and milk products. One of the mgjor
issues addressed was that of the fat and solids non fat
(SNF) content in milk.

It was proposed that buffalo milk contain a minimum

of six per cent fat in the states and Union Territories of
Assam, Bihar, Chandigarh, Delhi, Gujarat, Haryana,
Jharkhand, Maharashtra, Meghalaya, Punjab, Sikkim,
Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand and West Bengal and five
percent fat in other states and Union Territories. It was

recommended that the minimum SNF be nine per cent

The regulator stated that the fat composition
for cow milk should be 3.5 per cent for al states
barring Odisha and Mizoram and the SNF
composition should be 8.5 per cent. Milk obtained
from goats and sheep should have fat ranging
between 3 and 3.5 per cent and 9 per cent SNF,
while it was proposed that camd milk should
contain 3 per cent fat and 6.5 per cent SNF across

FSSAI recommended that fat and SNF standards for mixed and
standardised milk should be 4.5 and 8.5 per cent respectively; 3 and 8.5 per
cent respectively for toned milk; 0.5 and 8.7 per cent respectively for skimmed
milk; 1.5 and nine per cent respectively for double-toned milk and 6 and 9 per
cent respectively for full-cream milk.

The draft also defined milk and milk products and the process of
pasteurisation, recombined milk or milk products, recongtituted milk or milk
products and probiotic milk, amongst others.

Food Standards and Safety Authority of India vide

Dairy to combat Asia
Nutrition Challenges

UN sees DaIry as a potentid aly in nutrition challenges in Asa Milk and
other dairy products would play a mgor role in fighting Asas newest
dietary chdlenges. obesity, and vitamin and minera deficiencies, according
to areport by the U.N. Food and Agriculture Organization.

“This report is an eye opener and a wake up cal,” sad Ms. Kundhavi
Kadiresan, FAO's assistant director general. But “increased consumption
of milk and dairy holds out excellent promise to improve nutrition,” she said.
As people move from the countryside to the big city by the millions, diets
are changing from more traditional ones dominated by rice to a more varied
verson incorporating more fruits, vegetables, and meats. Changing tastes
for food means Asians are drinking more milk, traditionaly absent from
many Asan kitchens. Production has dmogt tripled, from about 110 million tons in 1990 to nearly 300 million tons in
2013 — accounting for more than 80 percent of the world'sincrease in milk supplies during that time.

Studies have found Thailand's National Milk Program, which brings milk to schools, causes students to grow taler and
take in more protein and calcium. Similar programs were rolled out from Indiato Chinato the Philippines.

Better milk prices expected in 2017

WHILE THE sTock MARKET has been on a bullish run as 2016 ends, most agriculturd commodities are fedling the pressure,
but dairy has had better luck with milk contracts finishing the year on a higher note. Milk prices are looking friendlier
for dairy producers, according to Rabobank. It says the current price raly has more upside potentia as they expect
globa milk supply to lag in the upcoming months. Tightened global production and smaler stocks could prove to be a
bullish story for dairy prices. The USDA is expecting US dairy product exports to more than quadruple over the next
10 years. If these expectations are met, the US would be the world's third largest dairy product exporter. This news
comes after exports declined in 2015 due to hurdles like Russians banning imports of most US dairy products and
weaker imports from China.

DuPont Nutrition and
Health Cultures

DuPont NutriTion & HeaLtH has announced an increase in its
manufacturing capacity — this time in Europe. The company will
invest $60 million expanding three cultures production sSites in the
region as a response to increasing demand for frozen and freeze-
dried starter cultures from the globa yogurt, fresh fermented and
cheese markets.

“These initiatives for European cultures plants will further increase our
ability to serve the growing global dairy market,” said Matthias Heinzel, President, DuPont Nutrition & Hedlth.

The first phase of the plan will be commissioned in 2017. Part of this project will be the increase of fermentation
capacity, biomass separation as well as freeze-drying capacity. This will result in an increased production capacity for

freeze-dried cultures by the end of 2018.
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
