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Centre urges states, ministries
to distribute milk
THE CENTRAL  GOVERNMENT

has urged states and
ministries to consider
distributing milk under the
mid-day meal programme
and the Public Distribution
System. This would create
additional domestic demand
for the commodity and
prevent a sharp fall in
price.

It has also directed
co-operatives to boost their
procurement of milk in view of good production this flush
season. The government said milk co-operatives have
also been advised to set a target of two per cent share in
world trade by 2020. NDDB has been asked to prepare
an action plan in co-ordination with states to achieve the

Milk output up by 5%
NATIONALnews
THE COUNTRY’S MILK PRODUCTION has increased by 4.75% to 53.77
million tonnes during the summer season of the 2017-18 financial
year. Milk output stood at 51.33 million tonnes in the same season in
2016-17 fiscal.

Last year, the overall milk output was 163.7 million tonnes. In a
statement, the Agriculture Ministry said, “... even during the summer
season 2017-18, the growth rate (of milk output) is higher and
sustained.”

Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, and
Andhra Pradesh were the top five milk producing states in the
summer season, it added.

The ministry said the high growth rate in milk output has been maintained over the past three years with dairy
sector gradually picking up its momentum towards achieving higher output.

target, it added.
The government has

set a target of 255 mt of
milk production by 2022,
part of the aim of doubling
farmers' income by then. In
a recent meeting, the
ministry asked major
cooperatives to ensure milk
was purchased from
farmers without
discrimination.

It said the country had
a stock of 116,000 tonnes of SMP due to higher conversion,
which was expected to increase to 200,000 tonnes by end-
March 2018. About ` 10,881 crore of financial assistance
is being provided under the Dairy Processing Infrastructure
Fund to milk federations and unions for the purpose.

'Saras' to sell camel milk
RAJASTHAN GOVERNMENT is planning to sell packaged camel milk
through ‘Saras’ counters of the Rajasthan Cooperative Dairy
Federation (RCDF) from next month.

DEVELOPMENT will soon get
going on a ` 8,000-crore fund
that the finance minister
announced in this year's
budget to support the dairy
sector. Under the Dairy
Processing and
Infrastructure Development
Fund, NABARD is the nodal
agency to finance projects
over a period of three years.

It targets to sanction proposals to create new milk
processing capacity of 27 million litres per day in the
cooperative sector. “This year 39 projects by various
cooperative dairies will be cleared under the dairy
processing and infrastructure development fund, entailing

an investment of ` 600
crore to ` 1,000 crore,”
NABARD Chairman Shri
Harsh Kumar Bhanwala
said. “With this investment,
the milk processing capacity
(in the cooperative sector)
would increase from 66
million litres per day to 92.6
million litres per day. Further,
the bulk milk-chilling
capacity would go up from

48 million litres per day to 63 million litres,” he added.
According to Shri R.S. Sodhi, Managing Director,

Amul, “After Operation Flood ended in 1990, this is the
biggest dairy development programme. It will surely help
small dairy cooperatives in states like Punjab, Haryana
and Bihar where there is huge scope of expansion.”

Punjab plans to introduce dairy
credit card
ON THE LINES of Kisan Credit Card, Punjab
government plans to introduce Dairy Credit
Card in the state The move, which is part of
the plan to help promote animal husbandry,
dairy development and fisheries development in
the state, is aimed at the dairy farmers of
Punjab who don't have facility to avail cash
from the banks to meet their urgent
expenditures pertaining to livestock.

“Farmers are allowed to avail of credit up
to ` 3 lakh at an operational rate of interest of
4%. We plan to identify requirements of dairy
farmers with the introduction of this credit
facility for them,” said an official.

Patil  said the dairy has orders
from J&K and Andhra Pradesh
governments to provide 10,000
litres of milk per day. Shri Patil
informed that KMF’s Nandini
brand was being sent to J&K.

DANONE EXITS DAIRY
French foods maker Danone is
exiting its dairy portfolio in India.
Danone's dairy business could not
compete with bigger players and
has remained a non-starter.
A company spokesperson said,
"Danone has decided to rationalize
its product portfolio in India to
allow for accelerated investments
and a sharper focus on growing its
nutrition portfolio which is more
than 90% of the business.”

NESTLE’S MEALS ON TRAINS
Railway passengers will soon be
offered ready-to-eat meals by
Nestle. Nestle will be vending pre-
packed food to passengers instead
of the current practice of IRCTC-
authorised vendors offering freshly
cooked food.
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UP plans international cattle
varsity in Mathura
UP GOVERNMENT has asked the Centre to set up an international veterinary
university in Mathura with special focus on cattle.

“We have 2,250 acres of land available. Of this, we have 1,450 acres of
agricultural farm and remaining for the faculty. This land can be used to build
the new campus. As of now, we have a staff of 100 and are publishing
research papers for international journals on breakthroughs in cattle
rearing,” said Shri Krishan Murari Pathak, Vice Chancellor of the veterinary
university. This campus has a state budget of around ` 5 crore.

FSSAI to create lab network
to test food
FSSAI is in the process of establishing a high-tech laboratory network that will
be referred to in case of conflicting results during primary testing of food
samples.The results from the designated labs could act as evidence for punitive
action in case the sample fails quality testing.

FSSAI has identified about 15 laboratories across India that will be
upgraded with state-of-the-art infrastructure to conduct advanced testing.

The lab network will be created in a phased manner and is expected to
take about a year to complete. The food regulator is also upgrading the existing
government laboratories to bring uniformity in the quality of testing procedures.

Lactalis in massive  recall
over salmonella fears
FRENCH D A I R Y GROUP  Lactalis is
widening a product recall to cover all
baby milk manufactured by a factory
at the center of a salmonella
contamination.

Three dozen children have fallen
ill in France and at least one other in
Spain. The company would recall all infant formula milk products that were still
in warehouses and on store shelves regardless of the date of manufacture.

Lactalis has pledged to find and eradicate the causes of the salmonella
contamination.

Hazards of
Unsafe milk
ADULTERANTS IN MILK not only reduce
its quality but can also make it
hazardous. Most of the chemicals
added to milk can have long-term adverse effects. Oxytocin is one such injection.
The injected oxytocin reaches the human body through consumption of milk or
any other dairy product causing several side effects.

Cattle are fed with many steroids and hormonal injections to boost milk
production. “Milk adulterated with oxytocin should be avoided by pregnant
women as it may lead to abortion and babies may be born with deformities. It
increases the risk of haemorrhage in mothers after birth and can also inhibit
breastfeeding”, said Dr. Arvind Vaid, Chief Infertility & IVF Specialist, Indira
IVF Hospital, New Delhi.

 Hormones like prolactin, luteinizing hormone(LH), estrogens, progesterone,
oxytocin, growth hormone, thyroid stimulating hormone are present in the milk
which may cause hormonal imbalance leading to infertility in humans as well.

Moreover, it is also noted that 70 percent of the Indian population gets
packaged milk (especially in plastics). Plastic contains BPA (endocrine
disruptor), which is directly linked to causing fertility issues in both male and
female.

It is important therefore to understand that adulterated milk can cause
serious health issues in both males and females. Boiling milk can help eliminate
traces of oxytocin and hence save us from a number of health and fertility
issues.
